So far we are evidently in full agreement.

Now, while still pursuing the method
of realizing our overall strategic concept,

I come to the crux of what I hv travelled
here to say.

Neither the sure prevention of war, ;
nor the continuous rise of world organization
will be gained :

without what I hv called
the fraternal association
of the English-speaking peopleg

This means a special relationship
betw the Brit. Commonwealth and Empire
and the U.S.

This is no time for generalities. "

I will venture to be precise.
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Fraternal association requires
not only the growing friendship
and mutual understanding
betw our two vast bult kindred
systems of society

but the continusnce of the intimate

relationships
betw our military advisers,

leading to common study of potential dangers
similarity of weapons
and manuals of instruction,
&nd interchange of officers and cadets
at colleges.

It should carry w it

the continuance of the present facilities
for mutual security

by the joint use of all naval
and Air Force bases

in the possession of either country
all over the world.

This would perhape double the mobility
of the American Navy and Air Force.
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It wd greatly expand
tt of the British Empire Forces

and it mnight well lead,

if and as the world calms down,

to important financial savings.
Already we use together

a large number of islands;

more may well be entrusted

to our joint care
in the near future.

The U.S. already has
a Permanent Defence Agreement
w the Dominion of Canada,

wh is so devotedly attached
to the Brit. Commonwealth and Empire.

This Agreement is more effective
than many of those
wh hv often bn made
under formal Alliances.
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This principle should be extended
to all the Brit. Commonwealths
w full reciprocity.

Thus, whatever happens,
and thus only

we shall be secure ourselves

and able to work together
for the high and simple causes
tt are dear to us :
and bode no ill to any.

Eventually there may come :
the principle of common citizenship

but that we may be content
to leave to destiny,

whose outstretched arm
so many of us can clearly see.
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| There is however an important question
we must ask ourselves.

Would a special relationship
betw the U.S. and the Brit. Commonwealth
"be inconsistent
w our over-riding loyalties
to the World Orgenizatiop

I reply tt, on the contrary,
it is probably the only means
by #h tt orgenization
will achieve its full stature
and strength.

§ There are already the special U.S. relations
w Canada

and betw the U.S. and the S. American
Republics.

We also hv our 20-Years Treaty -
of Collaboration and Mutual Assistance
w Sovietl Russia.
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I agree w Mr. Bevin
tt it mlght well be a 50—Year8 Treaty.

fie hv an alliance w Portugal
unbroken since 1384

None of these clash w the general 1uterest
of a world agreement.

On the contrary they help it.

"In my father's house are many mansions",

Special associations
betw members of the United Natio

wh hv no aggressive point
against any other country,

wh harbour no desi%n
incompatible w the Charter
of the United Natioms,

far fr being harmful,

are beneficial and, as I believe,
indispensable.

if their families are inter-mingled

and if they hv faith in each other's purpose,

Why cannot they share their tools
and thus increase each other's working powers
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
