	The ODC’s mission in supporting the Farnborough Air Show is to coordinate meaningful exchanges between U.K. government and industry and their US counterparts. 
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	DoD and USG ADMINISTRATIVE ATTENDANCE FORM 
	All official DoD and USG airshow attendees are required to complete the Attendee Data Sheet (click HERE) and return to ODC London (pmenner@san.osd.mil) by 1 May 2008.  
	This form does not register you with the Farnborough Airshow and will not provide tickets but is used for ODC administrative purposes. 
	COUNTRY CLEARANCE 


	All official DoD and USG visitors who plan on attending FAIS must submit a request for country clearance.   
	 
	Request Country Clearance from USDAO London with an info to ODC London.   
	 
	Consult the Foreign Clearance Guide https://www.fcg.pentagon.mil/ for current format and procedures.  
	 
	Assume Country Clearance seven (7) days after submitting request for an unclassified visit.   
	 
	Failure to submit a Country Clearance request in a timely manner could result in denial to access to the U.K. 
	 
	TRAVEL DOCUMENTS  
	 
	UNIFORMS 
	Uniforms are not authorized.  In accordance with the Foreign Clearance Guide, uniforms are not to be worn in the greater London area or any commercial airports, including London Heathrow and Gatwick. 
	 
	SHOW REGISTRATION / BADGES / TICKETING 
	 
	HOTELS  
	There is no ODC-sponsored hotel in London.  Everyone is encouraged to make reservations as early as possible.  Due to the popularity of FIAS combined with the height of tourist season, securing a hotel reservation 100 days prior or earlier is highly encouraged.   
	After you secure your reservation, please inform ODC London of your hotel reservation details via the registration form.

	Currently, maximum per diem for lodging is $354.  Most hotel rates will exceed current per diem rates.  It is recommended that your travel orders are written “Full Cost”. 	TRANSPORTATION 
	No transportation will be provided by ODC or U.S. Embassy, London.  Rental cars are not recommended due to massive traffic delays to and from all international airports surrounding London and between central London and Farnborough Aerodrome.  Public transportation is highly recommended due to ease and efficiency.   
	From Heathrow Airport to central London, it is recommended to use the Heathrow Express.  Transit time from Heathrow Airport to Paddington Train Station via the Heathrow Express is 15 minutes, frequency is every 15 minutes, and will cost approximately $30.  www.heathrowexpress.com 
	A taxi from Heathrow to central London will take in excess of an hour and will cost over $120. 
	From Gatwick Airport to central London, it is recommended to use the Gatwick Express.  Transit time from Gatwick Airport to Victoria Train Station via the Gatwick Express is 30 minutes and will cost approximately $34.  www.gatwickexpress.com   
	A taxi from Gatwick to central London can take in excess of two hours and will cost over $180. 
	From central London to Farnborough Aerodrome, public transportation is highly recommended.  Trains depart from Waterloo Train Station on a regular basis and take approximately 45 minutes.   
	There is a free express shuttle provided by the air show that will run on a regular basis from the train station to Farnborough Aerodrome.

	Driving times in the morning from central London to Farnborough are well in excess of 1. 5 hours.  Driving times in the afternoon from Farnborough to central London can be 3 hours.  Choose your means of transportation wisely.   
	 
	VIP TRANSPORTATION 
	Heads of delegation and respective staffs will be advised of their VIP status and will receive transportation support courtesy of the ODC, DAO, or DESO for the duration of the show.  Transportation is usually limited to the principal guest and at most, one staff member.  All others should plan for their transportation accordingly.

	Official and industry receptions are by invitation only.  You will be informed by the host if you are invited to these events.

	Q:  Where do I make my hotel reservations? 
	A:  You can make your reservations directly with the hotel.  Making reservations early is highly recommended because rooms are limited during normal tourist season and especially during the week of the air show.
